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Every Kamma actoin has its reaction. Kamma is an impersonal, nature law that operates in accordance with our action. It is a 
law in itself and does not have any lawgiver. Kamma operates in its own field without the intervention of external, independent 
and ruling agent. Buddhism names it as an action or kamma.  

 

According to Buddhism, human's position is supreme. Human is his own master, and there is no higher being or power that it's 
in judgment over his destiny. Hence human has it in his power to shape his future destiny by means of his strong determination 
and actions. It depends on his actions whether his destiny will lead him up or down, either to happiness or to misery.

Kamma is pali word meaning 'act', 'action', 'deed'. It is called Karma in Sanskrit. Kamm or karma can be put in the simple 
language of the child: do good deed and good will come to you, now, and hereafter. Do bad deed and bad will come to you, now, 
and hereafter. In the language of the harvest, kamma can be explained in this way: if you sow good seeds, you will reap a good 
harvest. If you sow bad seeds, you will reap a bad harvest.

Thus Buddhism theories of kamma were different from other religions that began in ancient India: Brahminism and jainism. 
For the Buddhhist, to deny the theory of kamma was the most basic of all 'wrong view'; correspondingly, the teaching of 
Buddha was based on kamma. The first step on his 'Noble eightfold path' is 'right view', and that is explained as acceptance of 
kamma theory.

When a person has Right view, he also shapes his fat as he life. A person with complete Right view is one who is free from 
ignorance, and by the nature of that enlightenment removes the roots of evil from his mind and becomes liberated. By 
understanding kamma, a person will learn to avoid evil and do good deed, thereby creating favourable outcomes in his life.
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
